Sunshine Coast Schools Table

Your child’s education is understandably important to you and we had many questions about the quality of schooling here on the Sunshine Coast. There is a wide range of schooling options, both state and private (all mixed sex) and to try to assist you with your investigations we have summarised some of the latest Queensland government data on Sunshine Coast secondary schools performance.

There is a huge amount of date entitled Year 12 school outcomes 2005 - All Queensland Schools. From this we have extracted and simplified that relating to the performance of students at all Sunshine Coast secondary schools and colleges. This includes selected data for both state and private schools. Click here to obtain your copy.

Once received, the data can be used in a number of ways to help compare schools on the coast, e.g. it can give an indication of the Year 12 student population at different schools, the relative emphasis between schools on vocational and academic qualifications etc. and the success their students have had at achieving an OP (Overall Position) score of between 1-15. The OP provides a statewide rank order of a student’s achievements in their senior studies and is used in the selection of students for tertiary education courses. An OP between 1-15 is the typical range which will result in a student being able to take up university or other tertiary studies. The full range is 1-25.

Key to table: 

Total Senior Certs. : Total number of students awarded a Senior certificate for successfully completing their senior studies.

% OP 1-15: Shows % of students at each school who received an OP between 1 and 15. In general, about 80% Queensland students in this range are offered a tertiary place. Between 93 and 100% of students at each of the schools listed who gained an OP score of 1-15 achieved a tertiary offer. 

No. OP eligible: No. of students successfully gaining an OP with no additional Vocational Education and Training Qualifications.

No. OP + VET: No. of students successfully gaining an OP with at least one additional Vocational Education and Training ( VET) Qualification.

No. VET Quals.: No of VET Qualifications awarded - students may receive more than one each.

No SAT Quals.: No. of students completing or continuing a school based apprenticeship or traineeship. These allow students to work with an employer and gain a VET qualification whilst completing senior studies.
