When returning to Canada, you are not restricted to the amount of wine and spirits you bring back.  The provisions are that you have been out of the Country for at least one year and the product has been in your possession for at least six months prior to leaving however, the products are dutiable.

At the present time the total amount payable for both federal and provincial charges are as follows:

Sparkling Wine



$3.00


per bottle

Fortified Wine



$3.00


per bottle

Table Wine



$2.00


per bottle

Spirits




$8.00


per bottle

These figures are based on a .750 litre bottle and they would be slightly higher for a larger sized bottle.  The G.S.T. and P.S.T. are included in these charges.

The Liquor Distribution Branch must prepare a Canada Customs entry form on your behalf, covering the importation of your products.  To correctly determine the duty and taxes, we would ask that you supply us with a list giving the type of each product, the number of bottles of each product, the size of each bottle and the alcohol strength of each product type. 
We would also ask that we be given the name of the Country you are returning from, and a local address and phone number, fax number or e-mail address, if available, in case we need to contact you for additional information.

Once we have this information, we can fill out the form, and based on your instruction, we can fax, e-mail, mail or hold the form here until you arrive.
