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Section 3 -- Apprentice content & nature of Course 

During my apprenticeship the practical training was on site under the supervision of one or more of the qualified electricians, and the theory side was taught at North Trafford College of further education 
As an apprentice on site I started on the simplest ( and usually the dirtiest ) jobs such as chasing in cables and back boxes in walls, drilling joists, capping exposed cables ready for the plasterers, clipping cables under floors and in roof voids, from there I went on to assisting the electrician in “pulling” in and stripping back cables ready for termination into the accessories, and eventually onto the termination of cables within the accessories, switches or isolators and finally the testing of the circuits prior to being energized. 
Both the practical and theory training was carried out in a methodical manner with regular assessments being carried out both on site and in the classroom 

In the time spent as an apprentice I was taught  

how to measure, cut & fix different types of Electrical Infrastructure such as traywork, trunking and conduit accurately  
how to wire using different types of cable systems dependent on the requirements of the installation
how to test an installation and how to fault find in existing installations. 

The type of jobs undertaken were mostly industrial with some domestic house rewires

I worked hard both on site and in the classroom which I hope is made clear by my
