	2. I am a citizen of the United Kingdom. I was born on Date.
3. I completed an Apprenticeship as an Electrician with Name of company, England between August 1987 and August 1992.
4. This apprenticeship was registered with the Construction Industry Training Board of the United Kingdom.
5. During the apprenticeship I completed Levels 1 and 2 in Electrical Installation with City and Guilds. This involved approximately 40 hours per week of study in 6 week blocks.
6. Following completion of my apprenticeship in August 1992, I was qualified as an Electrician. 
7. I then continued my employment with Name of company as an Electrician until September 1997.
8. From September 1997 to September 1998, I worked for Name of company where I was employed as an Electrician to install security systems and fire alarms.
9. From September 1998 to July 1999, I was employed by Name of company, as an Electrician, again installing security systems and fire alarms.
10. From August 1999 to June 2001 I worked as an Electrician for Name of company.
11. In February 2001 after working for a JIB registered company I was regraded by the Joint Industry Board for the Electrical Contracting Industry as an Approved Electrician. This meant that I was eligible for a higher level of salary.
12. Since 2001, I have continued to work as an Approved Electrician both on an employed and self employed basis in various positions in the United Kingdom.
