This will hopefully prove helpful for those of you who are just about to take the next stage of your Visa journey, namely, Adjustment of Status.  

We submitted our AOS Package  - Mailed - April 2nd 2010
I-797c (NOA) - April 13th 2010
Case Transferred to CSC - 30th April 2010
Biometrics Appt - 7th May 2010
I-797c (NOA) Approving Case (I-485) - June 15th 2010 - No Interview
GC Arrived - June 28th 2010
It’s understood that not everyone will go this exact route, and we all have different circumstances that dictate which direction this journey takes, and the length of time it lasts.
In our case, we adopted the policy ‘More Is Better’.  There will be some of you reading this that has opposing views to the following letter.  You will have your own ideas on how you should approach the process of submitting your (AOS) package. It’s meant as an aid. Take it from someone who is at the end of this stage, and has received the Green Card.  TAKE YOUR TIME. Complete the paperwork accurately, and get it right first time.  
This is the covering letter we used, and it brought us swift results.  We left nothing out of the package, preempted any questions that may have arisen, through internet research, a big helping hand from the British-Ex Pats site, and common sense.  We did the work for the AOS ourselves without the aid of a attorney etc etc.

Obviously when, and if you decide to use this layout, please remove the sections that do not apply to you; such as Military paperwork.   A note on the I-693. We added a copy of the instruction pages that come with the I-693, and highlighted the fact that we have met all the required instructions, contained within.  Just in case the clerk that opens and looks at  the package is not fully familiar with procedures.
We placed a cover sheet at the front of each section of paperwork, and placed each section together with a bulldog clip around it.    The following letter was placed at the front.
