LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made in Bahrain on the 01 December 2008 between [insert OWNER name] PO Box [?], Manama, Bahrain, Telephone: ??? (hereinafter called the LANDLORD) AND [insert Tenant name here],  address, Manama, Kingdom of Bahrain, Telephone: ?? (hereinafter called the TENANT) to the effect whereby the Landlord leases to the Tenant one flat (fully furnished as per list attached) [insert property location here], Kingdom of Bahrain, subject to the following terms and conditions.
1. The period of the lease shall be from 1st December 2008 to 30th November 2010.

2. The monthly rental of the flat shall be BD??/- [write cost in words] Bahraini Dinars only) payable MONTHLY in advance.  The rent includes Municipal Tax, Electricity & Water Charge (up to BD20/- maximum, any over will be charged to the Tenant), internet access and basic satellite television.  The Tenant shall be responsible to pay the telephone and other charges, if any.

3. The Tenant shall be fully responsible for the internal upkeep of the premises and hand it back to the Landlord in a good tenantable condition at the end of the lease period.
4. The Tenant shall be fully responsible for the proper repair of any damage caused to the premises or any furniture, and the tenant shall not make any structural alterations or additions to the premises, or incur any debt or make any charges against the Landlord without prior consent of the Landlord in writing.  The Landlord shall be responsible for the structural repairs to the property as may be necessary.

5. The premises have been leased to the Tenant as a residence and the Tenant shall not use them for any other purpose without prior consent of the Landlord in writing.

6. The premises shall not be sub-let either wholly or partially without prior consent of the Landlord in writing.

7. The Tenant is fully responsible for the safe handling of the items such as A/Cs, Fridges, TV, DVD, Washing Machine, Dryer and all other contents in the flat.  In case any repair/replacement becomes necessary due to damages caused by the negligence of the Tenant the repairs/replacement shall be arranged by the Landlord but the cost of such repairs/replacement shall be borne by the Tenant.

8. This agreement is for the period stated in Clause 1, but renewable if both parties desire to extend the lease for another period.  The Tenant shall notify the Landlord in writing about his intention to renew or discontinue the lease at least 30 days before the expiry of this agreement, failing which the lease will be automatically renewed for a further period(s) under the existing terms and conditions.  The Tenant and the Landlord shall have the right to terminate the lease by giving one calendar month notice in writing during such extended period(s).

9. If the Tenant during this agreement leaves the country permanently and furnishes clear evidence for the same, the Tenant shall be entitled to terminate this lease agreement by giving 30 days clear notice in writing to the Landlord or by paying 1 month rent in lieu thereof.  This clause will come into effect only after the first six months of the lease period.

10. The Tenant shall allow the Landlord and/or his representative to inspect the premises at any reasonable time subject to prior appointment.

11. This agreement shall not be terminated except as stated in Clause 8 & 9 of this agreement.  If the Tenant terminates this agreement for whatsoever reasons other than as mentioned in Clause 9, the Tenant shall pay to the Landlord the rent for the whole remaining period of this agreement.
12. The maximum number of occupants is FOUR (family).

13. The Tenant understands that the facilities at the building are for the use of the Tenants only.

14. The Tenant shall not keep any pets without prior permission from the Landlord.

15. If any of the provisions of this Agreement is violated by the Tenant, the Landlord reserves the right to evict the Tenant by giving one month’s notice.

16. In the event of any default on the part of  the Tenant in paying the rent due at the beginning of each month, for two consecutive months this Lease Agreement shall be considered null and void automatically, and the Landlord may resort to the Urgent Court to evict the Tenant from the premises, whose possession of the property shall be considered illegal.  In this case, the Tenant shall bear all legal expenses and solicitors’ fees.  The Tenant shall also be liable for the payment of rents for the remaining period of the lease even if he hand the keys to the Courts Directorate through the judiciary.
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
