BASIC DRIVING RULES IN DUBAI

1) Indicators will give away your next move, Dubai drivers never use them 

2) Under no circumstances should you leave a safe distance between you and the car in front, or somebody else will fill that in, putting you in an even more dangerous situation 

3) Crossing two lanes in a single lane change is considered ‘’going with the flow’’

4) The faster you drive through a red light, the less chance you have of getting hit.

5) Never get in the way of an older car that needs extensive repairs. The other guy doesn’t have anything to lose.

6) Braking is to be done as hard and as late as possible to ensure your ABS kicks in, giving a nice, relaxing foot massage as the brake pedal pulsates. For those without ABS it’s a chance to stretch your legs 

7) Speed limits are arbitrary figures, given only as a suggestion and apparently not enforceable, if you are a Local.

8) Please remember that there is no such thing as a short cut in rush hour in Dubai

15) Real Emirate woman drivers can drive at 120kph talking on the mobile and applying make-up in bumper to bumper traffic

16) Heavy fog there is no reason to reduce your speed; this weather is God’s way of ensuring a natural selection process and great a need for panel beaters, junkyards and new vehicle sales. It is acceptable practice to in fact increase your speed with all lights flashing 

17) There is a commonly held belief in Dubai that high speed tailgating in heavy traffic reduces petrol consumption. Please enforce as resources are running out

18) Always anticipate oncoming traffic while driving down a one way street 

19) It is okay to drive on Sheikh Zyad road to air your grievances by giving the ‘’the bird’’ and screaming ‘’you #%*@er’’ However it is imperative that you are driving at least a 5-litre V8 with a crow bar in your lap and dark tinted glass 

20) While using Dubai roundabouts, particularly two/three lane. Ensure that you are in the left lane when wanting to turn right, or right lane when wanting to turn left, keep other people on their toes. (Oh rule #1 also applies)
